A sermon based on Ephesians 6.10-20

In 1971, | experienced hell on earth. It was Basic
Training in the United States Navy. In 12 agonizing
weeks, | acquired the basic strengths for being an
effective sailor. Basically, | was equipped for
warfare at sea. Had | been stationed on a ship, that
training would have been adequate. However, | was
not stationed on a ship. Instead | was stationed with
the First Marine Corps Division at Camp Pendleton
in Southern California. So | had to go through more
basic training so | could acquire the basic strengths
for being an effective sailor stationed with the
Marine Corps. How does one

Theological Seminary, | acquired the basic

strengths to be an effective pastor. As you might

imagine, the strengths | acquired in seminary were

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The wiles of the devil include sexual temptation,
hatred of others (even God), coveting, pride, and
addictions to alcohol and drugs. They can be
anything that weakens us and thus makes us more
susceptible to succumbing to temptations. None of
us is immune to these temptations. And it seems the
stronger in the Lord we become the more we are
tempted. It is when we think we are strong enough
by ourselves that we succumb to temptations. Years

The same is true for Christians: Christians who need
Christians are the luckiest people in the world.
When Christians know they need one another, they
avoid making the mistake of thinking that by
themselves they can avoid succumbing to
temptations.

In verse 12, Paul informs us of the extent of our

struggle. It is not just against people, but also

against powers of darkness and evil. These powers

include government, which is corrupted by special

interest groups such as the defense industry.

For example, we isolate ourselves
from big city societal problems such as crime,
homelessness, inadequate healthcare, and poor
schooling while enjoying the entertainment and
employment opportunities that the big city offers.
Basically we put our proverbial blinders on so that
we only see what we want to see. Perhaps by doing
s0, we hope the problems will just go away. But
they dondét, do they?

One of the standard battle
tactics of the ancient world was to fire flaming
arrows into the ranks of the enemy, a move
designed to get individual soldiers to drop their
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shields long enough to put out the fire, thus
exposing them to attack. Roman shields were made
of heavy wood with a leather covering that could be
soaked in water before battle to extinguish these

fl ami ng
a shield conveys again the idea of cohesion between
members of the community in the face of spiritual
attack. When the flaming arrows of the enemy hit
the shield soaked in faith, the arrows sputter out and

here. The Greek god of love, Eros, and his Roman
counterpart, Cupid, were believed to engage their
human victims with the flaming arrows of passion;
thus Paul might be suggesting here that the
community guard especially against lust and
adulterous behavior. Nearly every Christian
community knows of people who dropped their
guard when assaulted by passions that weakened the
whole body.
