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Faith to Build on the Promised Land
A sermon based on Numbers 13
By Pastor Scott Hannon

Following their release from slavery at the hands of
the Egyptians, the Israelites were led by Moses
through the Red Sea. The Lord ded them with a
cloud by day and a pillar of fire by night.
Everything they needed for their survival the Lord
provided. Bitter water made sweet by a piece of
wood and water from a rock quenched their thirst.
Manna from heaven and quails falling like rain
filled their stomachs. Not once did the Lord fail to
provide for their welfare and safety. Everything he
promised, he fulfilled. And he was ready to fulfill
his greatest promisepossession of the Promised
Land.

To prepare the Israelites for taking thedaNoses
ordered Caleb, Joshua and ten other men to go and
spy on the land. He instructed them to find out all
they could about the people who lived there. He told
them to bring back a few fruits of the land to show
the people. After Moses finished encayirg the

men, they left the camp and set out for the Promised
Land.

For forty days, the men walked over the land that
God promised to the Israelites. As they traveled, the
men spied on the people who already lived in the
Promised Land. They were big artcbsig and lived

in large, fortified towns. Nevertheless, this did not
discourage Caleb and Joshua. When the men were
ready to return to Moses and the people, they cut off
a bunch of grapes. It was so big that two men had to
carry it on a staff. They alsodk some

pomegranates and figs. All the men agreed that it
was just like God told them"a land that flowed

with milk and honey."

When they returned to the camp, they told everyone
all that they had seen and heard. Just as God had
promised, the land wdsrtile. But there was one

big problem: "Giants live in the land. They are so
big they make us look like little grasshoppers. They
have great walled cities. We could not conquer
them." Caleb and Joshua had seen the same giants

them. Sure, it might be dangerous. Some of the

Israelites might die in the conquest. But God had
proven faithful in keeping his word. There was no
reason for any of the men to believe God would not
continue being faithful.

Caleb triedo encourage the people by saying, "Let
us go up at once and occupy it, for we are well able
to overcome it (13:30)." But the people were not in
a mood to be encouraged. They began to yearn
again for the safety of slavery. The entire
congregation raisedlaud cry, and the people wept
that night. All the Israelites complained against
Moses and Aaron; the whole congregation said to
them, "Would that we had died in the land of Egypt!
Or would that we had died in this wilderness! Why
is the LORD bringing usio this land to fall by the
sword? Our wives and our little ones will become
booty; would it not be better for us to go back to
Egypt?" So they said to one another, "Let us choose
a captain, and go back to Egypt (:4)'

Joshua and Caleb responded ayiisg, "The land
that we went through as spies is an exceedingly
good land. If the LORD is pleased with us, he will
bring us into this land and give it to us, a land that
flows with milk and honey. Only, do not rebel
against the LORD; and do not fear treople of the
land, for they are no more than bread for us; their
protection is removed from them, and the LORD is
with us; do not fear them." But the whole
congregation threatened to stone them (1406
Before they could carry out their threat, God
intervened to prevent them from harming Joshua
and Caleb.

In response to their lack of faith, God punished the
people. Instead of being allowed to enter the
Promised Land, God forced them to wander in the
wilderness for 40 years. Only their children would
be dlowed to enter the Promised Land. But as a
reward for their faith, Caleb and Joshua, and their
families, were allowed to enter the Promised Land.
